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Incorporated Management Committee of the Society’s Three Schools
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Shing Tak Centre School Chak Yan Centre School Hui Chung Sing Memorial School
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The Society runs four residential service centres and three schools for social development, namely:
Shing Tak Centre, Chak Yan Centre, Un Chau Hostel, Cheung Hong Hostel, Shing Tak Centre School,
Chak Yan Centre School and Hui Chung Sing Memorial School.

Besides direct services, we also have arts development with Art@L at the SBC Hongkong Bank
Foundation Learning Development Centre for S.E.N. youths in 2016.

The Staff Morale, Welfare & Recreation Group consists of representatives of our service units. The
members organize activities for staff throughout the year and represented their colleagues on staff
welfare affairs. The Society set up a “Research & Development Team” in mid-May 2009 and changed
to “Human Resource Development & Research Team” in Nov 2012 to provide different trainings for
colleagues. These programs are tailor-made to enrich our staff’s knowledge, so that they may provide
even better service to our clients.
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Chairman’s Report
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Given the Government has launched some new
initiatives on both welfare and education sectors, SBC
has undergone certain changes in the last year.
Subsequent to further government resources pouring
into our service units, both sectors have withessed not
only the enhancement of manpower and facilities, but
also in services quality and delivery as well. | am
pleased to share with you the gist of such

advancement in the following paragraphs.

Welfare

After years of efforts pursued in the residential service
field, we have unexpectedly seen substantial
manpower support from SWD since mid-November
last year. In order to better utilize the sub-vented
money under the flexibility of Lump Sum Grant, all
residential units responded to propose their own
manpower and service enhancement scheme for
developing a more versatile talent pool, to improve
more quality services, and to facilitate the hiring of staff
particular to their own situation. All our residential units
have already started to work for the initial phase of
their proposals, including renovating and re-designing
their work-place environment, restructuring the
manpower team, planning ahead for renewed services
and hiring of more qualified social workers and
front-line staff. All these efforts indeed should help us
to strive for a more comprehensive approach to cater

for the needs of our boys.

The effective use of the SWDF (lll) continued to bring
positive impacts on the professional practice

employed by our social workers. After a series of
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coached sessions by a veteran trainer in the field for
about four months, 12 participants from our three
residential units tried out the solution-focused therapy
(SFT) in their counseling work. This was subsequently
evaluated by a set of research-based criteria. By using
a pre-post study design in looking for positive
outcomes, we concluded that the use of SFT could be
further employed as a suitable option for social
workers in their counseling practice. Enlightened by
such a positive experience, | sincerely encourage all
social workers to keep an open mind and be receptive
to different professional ways of helping our boys and
their families.

The SWDF (lll) also brought out another
research-based project which could help to shed light
on our evidence-based practice in the long run. Based
on the data collected from the last phase of SWDF and
with the help of research assistance, we have
successfully combined and converted the previous
duestionnaires. This has given rise to a hew version
for our future study. Our aims of analysis will be
two-fold: firstly, we would like to measure any
improvement of our boys against a set of
core-competences during their residential life period;
secondly, setting up a Database that allows for yearly
tracking so that we may advance our study and assess
different modes of practice with more confidence. The
project has just completed its pilot test and will be
formally launched in the coming year for all residential
units.

Given an increasing awareness on the governance of
NGOs after the review of Lump-sum Grant about ten
years ago, SWD has put forward the Best Practice
Manual (BPM) in the field and now it comes to the
second phase of implementation. For this time in order
to meet the requirement for the purpose, certain
administrative terms, including arrangements for
leave, staff recruitment, cross-units transfer and
re-employment after retirement, as well as the

structure of remuneration and allowance have all been
extensively discussed among units for opinions,
discussion and revision. Although such efforts can be
quite tedious and time-consuming, it should enhance
some essential elements such as transparency,
responsiveness and legitimacy to the overall
governance of an organization. All these features
nowadays are considered vital to the healthy and
effective development of an organization in the long
run.

| am pleased to report that the Society continued to be
awarded ‘Meritorious Family-Friendly Employers &
Special Mention (Gold)’ by the Family-Friendly
Employers Award Scheme for the past year. Together
with the recent endorsement of the 14 weeks
maternity leave for all female staff and added annual
leave for all supportive staff in the welfare section, the
Society will continuously strive to be a family-friendly
organization.

Thanks to the initiation from Tsung Tsin Mission of
Hong Kong (TTMHK) and the Street Sleepers’ Shelter
Society (SSSS), the society is now looking for the
possibility of redeveloping the site of Un Chau Hostel.
Situated and surrounded by old buildings in the
densely populated Shumshuipo, the over 50 years’ old
premises should be given a chance to turn it into a
better equipped and better livable environment, giving
a refreshed look building to deliver more
needs-sensitive services in the community. The
Society is now, together with the other two
stakeholders, applying for in-situ redevelopment
through the ‘Special Scheme on Privately Owned
Sites for Welfare Uses’ undertaken by SWD.

Education

Subsequent to the retirement of the CYCS principal
Mr. P.C. Au, we are pleased to announce that the
original principal of STCS Mr. C.H. Wu has been
promoted to take up the post after an open recruiting
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process. By similar procedure, the assistant principal
of STCS has also been appointed to be the successor
as the principal of STCS. We hope that their loyal
services to education will keep on leading our two
schools to achieve even higher standards of special
education in the field.

Over the years, colleagues of HCSMS have been
trying many ways to achieve a reasonable rate of
students’ enroliment. Against such background, it’s
particularly exciting to note that there has been a
surge of 20% in the last year. Besides, we also learn
that, under close collaborative preparation with a
senior educational psychologist and a specialist of
Autistic Spectrum Disorder (ASD) from EDB in last
year, the school gained approval to set up a special
unit to receive our Kind of students but suffering from
serious ASD. Having better professional manpower
input from EDB over these years, the school should
play a more prominent role in serving SEN students
with more diversified backgrounds, and supporting the
mainstream schools as well.

The implementation of the 'all-graduate teaching force
policy in public sector primary and secondary schools'
should bring positive impacts in our three schools,
managerially and professionally. On the one hand, the
‘upgrading of teaching staff’ will provide a chance for
the school management to reshuffle various teaching
duties in a more sophisticated way and, accordingly,
give rise to some senior posts for those capable and
devoted teachers. To foster talents in our Society, we
have appointed a total of 5 additional senior teachers
and released 3 regular posts in the coming year.
Coupled with the provision of speech therapists,
consultation and supervisory supports for school
social workers as well as additional administrative
officers, this could be an invaluable chance for us to
further distinguish (to test) our expertise in serving the
most-in-need students in Hong Kong.
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FE$RS Chairman’s Report

For the past year, a number of students have excelled
themselves in different aspects. Their achievements
deserve to be mentioned here. A total of 15 boys and
teachers were brave enough to challenge the summit
of the Yulong Show Mountain in Yunnan for the first
time. This should be an unprecedented record (4km
above sea level) for CYCS, maybe the Society as well!
With help from barrister Mr. H.Y. Lai, our secondary
students of CYCS participated in the Mock
Trial-Justice Education Project and won with good
results among 28 competing special schools.
Furthermore, a group of three P.5 students have
unexpectedly won the second runners-up prizes at the
Basic Law Quiz Competition Final (2018-2019). And
finally, a distinguished student of HCSMS won the
award of “The 37th Shell/lsland JC Scholarship for the
Disabled’ and in the same year, was chosen for
‘Student of the Year-Best Improvement Award’ by
SCMP to reward his remarkable achievement as a
student with special education needs (SEN) who had
overcome learning difficulties. Such good results
demonstrated once again our students do have
versatile talents amid their performance hindered by
unfavorable conditions or learning difficulties.

Project, Training and Collaboration

We were grateful to note that young artists of
ART@LDC, together with volunteers and affiliated
groups, have continued to provide meaningful
services for our students and the community under a
self-financing mode of operation. To hame a few, these
included an inclusive art event ‘Christmas Open
House-Merry Cocoa’s World’ carried out at Christmas
time over two weeks. This was a joint project partnered
with the ‘Power House’ volunteer group and was
sponsored by the Kowloon City District Board. This
year again, the ART@LDC has offered venues to the
Threewoods Playwright to organize the second year
‘Let’'s Be Together Arts Festival X Hong Kong'. In fact,
it was not just a local event but was also hosted in

Peking and Taipei simultaneously for about a month. A
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total of about 40 activities, including drama, concerts,
guided tours and workshops were offered to
participants. Also, with help from the experts of
ART@LDC for our schools, a total of four clips of
micro-films were selected to showcase in an exhibition
ceremony. All students involved have seized on this
valuable opportunity of sharing their ideas with our
guest-audience. And above all, with the support of
artist Mr. Levi Leung of ART@LDC, a total of 7
secondary school students and a student from
Savannah College of Art and Design (SCAD Hong
Kong) served an internship for about one month in
summer time. All participants have benefited from the
experience and insights to be artists in the future.

As with last year, CYCS continued its support for the
mainstream schools. A total of five talks cum sharing
sessions with topics covering legal aspects in handling
complaints, classroom management and parents’
support, were conducted as supportive services
delivered by resources center. Similarly, being
awarded for the ‘Showcase of the Chief Executive’s
Award for Teaching Excellence’ earlier, HCSMS had
the privilege of conducting a demonstrative open-class
for teachers, who were interested, mainly from
mainstream schools.

A group of 10 social work colleagues from Taiwan
Liang-Shean Tang Social Welfare Foundation Chen
Chou Children Home paid a visit to STCS & CHH on
April 25, 2019 and had a valuable exchange on the
experiences and service with our staff. Similarly,
another group of 11 residential social work staff from
Taiwan Reindeer Social Welfare Foundation Children
Home paid another visit to CYC on June 05, 2019 to
learn more on the 5-S and the overall operation of a
residential home. It is also particularly pleasing to
learn that, for the purpose of providing more
opportunities of direct exchange with students and
teachers with Taiwan education institutes, STCS has

signed an agreement of strategic cooperation with St.
